What is a Blight Study?

1. An inventory of existing conditions within a defined area through two means:
A Avisual observation of physical conditions in the field

A The collection of non-observable data from reliable sources
(public records, government staff opinions, other professional / expert opinions)

2. An assessment of the applicability of those conditions to the blight factors identified in the

Factor = One of the 11 broad categories of blight
defined in the state statutes

Condition = An existing situation or circumstance
identified in the study area that may qualify as evidence
under one or more of the 11 blight factors

The urban renewal statutes do not require a certain quantity of conditions to be found under any
one of the blight factors in order for that blight factor to be considered present in the area.

Colorado urban renewal statutes identify 11 factors that may
contribute to a finding of blight:
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Deteriorated or deteriorating structures

Defective or inadequate street layout

Faulty lot layout in relation to size, adequacy, accessibility, or usefulness
Unsanitary or unsafe conditions

Deterioration of site or other improvements

Unusual topography or inadequate public improvements or utilities
Defective or unusual conditions of title rendering the title non-marketable
Conditions that endanger life or property by fire or other causes
Buildings that are unsafe or unhealthy for people to live or work in
Environmental contamination of buildings or property

Existence of health, safety, or welfare factors requiring high levels of municipal
services or substantial underutilization or vacancy of buildings, sites, or
improvements

A Lots that are Inadequate in Size

A Lots with Configurations that are Impractical or Result in Stagnant,
Misused, or Unused Land

A Lots with restrictions or encumbrances that complicate or prevent
development
